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LOKAYUKTA HARYANA
INTERIM REPORT FOR THE PERIOD 01.04.2010 TO 15.01.2011.

[ shail be completing my term as Lokayukta on 15® Japuary, 2011.

The Annual Report as per Section 16(3) of the Haryana Lokayukta Act, 2002
for the Financial Year 2010-11 shall be submitted by my successor. However,
since the period 01.04.2010 to 15.01.2011 constitutes a major part of the
Financial Year 2010-11 T deem it proper to furnish this interim report in order
to record my impressions vis a vis specific areas requiring more attention. It
may be mentioned that the statistical reports forming part of this report cover

the period 01.04.2010 to 13.01.2011.

At the outset 1 would like to mention that by establishing this
institution of Lokayukta and letting it function independently, the Haryana

Government needs to be complemented.

During the relevant period a total number of 223 complaints were
received, which have been listed in Annexure-L  In addition to this, there
were 42 complaints pending at the end of the preceding year 1e. on
31.03.2010 at various stages of investigation. A total of 178 complaints were
disposed of during the period under report. A 1ist> of the complaints/
grievances disposed of with gist of the orders passed therein, is enclosed

herewith as Annexure—il.
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In order to ensure that action is taken against the erring public servants,
in some cases the reports were not finalized until the action had been taken
apd reported to this office. A list of such cases is enclosed herewith as
Annexure-TIL Tn other cases, where the allegations or grievances were wholly
or partly substantiated, the report containing the findings alongwith
recommendations for appropriate action were forwarded to the Competent
Authority under section 17(1)(b) of the Act. A list of such cases alongwith

gist of recommendations has been annexed herewith as Annexure IV.

As per the provisions of Section 17(2) of the Haryana Lokayukta Act,
2002 (hereinafter referred to as the “Act”), the competent authority was
required to examine the reports and intimate this office within three months
about the action taken on such reports. However, the requisite reports were
not being submitted within the stipulated time although even the Chief
Secretary had issued two circulars dated 31.7.2007 and 4.12.2007 to all the
Heads of the Departments, Commissioners, Deputy Commissioners and

Universities for complying with the provisions of Section 17(2) of the Act.

Annexure =V of this report gives the detail of the cases pertaining o period

under report in which reports in terms of Section 17(2) of the Act have not

been received.

The purpose of the institution of Lokayukla is to monitor the conduct

and the working of the public servants in order to promote fransparency and



accountability in their functioning for the establishment of a good and a fair
dministration.  In the present set-up the powers of the Lokayukta are
restricted 1o recommending action against the delinquent public servants and
that too only in cases where a complaint is received by him. However, in
order to fulfill the objective of this institution, it is' necessary that the
Lokayukta should be given power to take action against the delinquent public
servants instead of merely recommending it. The Lokayukta should also be
empowered to take suo moto notice of any act of corruption,

maladministration or injustice on the part of the public servants.

ACCOUNTABILITY

The rules of business lay down the procedure to be followed in respect

of matters of administration and also fix the level upto which decision on a

particular matter has to be approved. A perusal of the Government files

reveals that the matter proceeds on the basis of a note puf up by the official at

the lowest rung. The file then goes upwards upto the final authority. In this

process the note is approved by the officials at different levels. However, if

any decision is found to be illegal or not decided properly then the

responsibility for the lapse is fixed at the person who had put up the initial

note while the officials at the higher level, who had forwarded the note by

| endorsing their approval, are let off by accepting their explanation that they

had merely put their signatures in lieu of having seen the file. This, to my



mind, is not only unfair but is also contrary to the spirit of rules of
procedures. If a file is directed to be sent upto a particular level then it is the
official at the highest level who is responsible for that particular decision. If
_ his explanation that he had merely seen the file is to be accepted then the very
purpose of sending the file to him is defeated. When a file is put up before an
official, he is required to apply his mind and take a conscious decision and
not merely sign the file as a post office. It is, therefore, necessary that
r;sponsibﬂity for any maladministration should percolate from the top.

VIOLATIONS OF RULES AND GUIDELINES

Rules and regulations are framed in order to effectively govern the
system. However, it has been noticed that the violations of rules and
regulations by the public servants are either overlooked or attract very mild
punishments. This attitude of the Government leads to corruption. More often
than not these very rules and regulations become a tool of corruption in the
hands of the public servants who are responsible for their implementation as
the public servants feel free to apply them selectively without any fear of any
substantive action. For example certain norms have been presctibed which are
required to be fulfilled by an educational institution before it can be granted
affiliation or recognition by the Government. However, during my
investigation in complaint No. 135 of 2008, I have found that a large number

of educational institutions had not only not complied with the norms but had



Jlso furnished false or forged documents in support of their claim for
recognition. The authorities, who were supposed fo physically inspect the
ihstitutions in order to verify compliance with the prescribed norms, had
granted false certificates that such institutions had fulfilled the requirements.
In other words the authorities required to implement the regulations had
themselves issued false inspection reports on the basis of which recognition
had been granted. This clearly proves that the concerned public servants had
| done it for extraneous considerations which, as per the normal perception, are

generally monetary.

Similarly, there is a regulation that any public servant, who wants to
pursue some further educational course, has to seck theiprier approval from
tile Government. However, in complaint Nos. 51 of 2009 and 140 of 2010 1t
had come to light that the concerned public servanis ha& pursued some courses
without seeking prior permission from the Competent Authority. It was
further proved that they had not only intentionally concealed this fact from the
authorities but had also marked themselves present simultaneously in the place
of work as also in the educational institution. Despite these facts having come
0 the notice of the authorities [ was surprised to sce that no serious notice of
this lapse was taken by the officials at the highest level. In fact in one of the

cases, when the matter was taken up with the concerned Financial



Commissioner he not only brushed aside this lapse but also gave a clean chit

to the erring official.

PANCHAYATI RAJ

It has come to my notice that there is no proper monitoring of the
panchayat funds. No proper accounts of utilization of panchayat funds ar¢
either maintained or even checked by the authorities. TIn fact a general
perception amongst the common man is that the Sarpanches and their
- supervisory officials like the Panchayat Secretaries, the Block Development &
Panchayat Officers and the District Development & Panchayat Officers
collude in misappropriation of funds. In many complaints misappropriation of
funds was proved. However, the only action taken in Sug:h cases was by way
of recovery of the financial losses from the Sarpanches but no action was
taken against the supervisory officers. In fact, in most cases in which
complaints were received, it was found that complete records were not
available. The records had either been not maintained at all or had been
destroyed to avoid detection of misappropriations. In my report dated

115.07.2010 in complaint Nos. 141 of 2008 and 143 of 2009 the allegation that

the Sarpanch had destroyed the panchayat's records in order to save himself



from criminal proceedings for the embezzlement of panchayat funds was

found to have been proved.

Another instance was noticed by me in my report dated 19.08.2010 in
complaint No. 57 of 2007. In that case it was found that the Vigilance
Department had investigated a complaint against one Gram panchayat in its
enquiry No. 11 dated 17.06.2004 in which the allegations of fabrication of
records and misappropriation of panchayat’s funds had been found to have
been established.  The then Chief Secretary to Government, Haryana,
Vigilance Department had, vide order dated 14.07.2005, ordered action
against the delinquent officials. However, it was found that no action had
been initiated for almost four years. It was also noticed that the entire record
of the Gram Panchayat on the basis of which the Vigilance Department had
given its report had mysteriously disappeared. However, action against the
delinquent officials was initiated only when the matter was taken up before me

by the complainant.

It is, therefore, necessary that an effective method of menitoring the
expenditure of the Gram Panchayats is evolved and the supervisory staff
alongwith the Sarpanches should also be held responsible for any lapse in the
maintenance of the records or in the acts of any misappropriation o
embezzlement by the Sarpanch. It may also be mentioned that embezzlement

of public funds is a criminal offence and, accordingly, the guilty public



servants should not only be made responsible to make good the loss but also
he criminally prosecuted. When asked to explain as to why no criminal action
had been taken for the misappropriation, the general explanation of the
authorities was that there was no such provision in the Haryana Panchayati
Raj Act, 1994. This explanation, to my mind, is not satisfactory as the
criminal proceedings can be initiated in addition to the action warranted
“under the Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994. The Government should,
therefore, issue necessary directions in this behalf and also make an
appropriate amendment in the Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994, if

necessary.

It has also been noticed by me that action against Sarpanches is
unnecessarily delayed which lends credence to the allegation that such delays
are infentionally caused in order to enable the Sarpanch to complete his tenure
without any action against him. One such instance had come to light in
complaint No. 86 of 2009 disposed of vide report dated 07.10.2010. In that

‘case the Sarpanch had been found to be in illegal possession of the
panchayat’s land because of which he could have been removed from his
office under the Harvana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994. However, when, on
receipt of the complaint, a report was sought from the authorities an attempt
was made to attribute the encroachment to the Sarpanch’s father. It was only

when the complainant had persisted with his allegation on the basis of the



revenue records, that the authorities had to file proceedings against the
Sarpanch under Section 7 of the Punjab Village Common Lands (Regulation)
Act, 1961, However, by that time the Sarpanch had already completed his

tenure and could not have been removed from his office.

ARBITRARY USE OF DISCRETION & PUBLIC DISTRIBUTION

SYSTEM.

Arbitrary use of discretion is also an act of mal administration and
corruption. During investigation of certain cases it had come to light that
different vardsticks were being applied by the same public servanis to
different similarly situated persons. Such a conduct is a clear pointer towards

corruption or maladministration.

In many cases of Food & Supplies Department it came to my notice
that different treatment was being meted out to the defaulting depot holders.
In some cases prosecution had been launched against an erring depot holder
for a small discrepancy in the stocks whereas many other depot holders,
whose lapses were more serious, were let off without any criminal action by
the same officer. The concerned official could not give any explanation for
such a discriminatory conduct. Such conduct on the part of a public servant is

~a clear pointer to corruption or nepotism. 1t is, therefore, necessary that such

officials should also be sternly dealt with.
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Improvement of public distribution is one of the prime needs of our
country. The supplies meant for the poor people are being sold in black
market. However, the penalty prescribed under the Act is cancellation of the
licence of the depot holders and confiscation of his security which 1s about a
sum of Rs. 1,000/-. This action, to my mind, is grossly inadequate keeping in
view the gravity of the offence of the depot holder. It is, therefore. necessary
that more stringent punishment should be prescribed for any such acts of
misdemeanour. In addition, criminal action should also be initiated against

sﬁch offenders.

TIMELY REPORTING OF THE ANNUAL CONFIDENTIAL
REPORTS

As per the prescribed procedure the Annual Confidential Report of

every public servant has to be submitted by his Competent Authority for being

| placed in his service record within a fixed time frame. However, during the
course of investigation in some cases it has come to my notice that the power

to record the Annual Confidential Reports of their subordinates is misused by

some public servants as a tool of harassment. In many cases the Annual

Confidential Reports are not recordeci in time which not only feads to a sword

of uncertainty hanging on the head of such employees but sometimes also

results in denial of promotion or a higher grade to them. It is, therefore,

necessary that the persons responsible for submitting the Annual Confidential
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Reports of their subordinates should be held accountable for delaying any
Annual Confidential Report without any plausible reasons. Such cases should
be serious.ly viewed and stern punishment should be awarded to the delinquent
officials especially W.fhen the delay is found to have gdverseiy affected the

interest of the subordinate officer.

HARYANA URBAN DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY(HUDA)

A large number of complaints were received against HUDA for
irregularities in allotment of plots in “Oustees Quota Scheme” and also in
respect of its failure to remove the encroachments from its land. During my
investigation in many cases I have found that HUDA is not in possession of
the entire land that it owns in Panchkula. It may be mentioned that whenever
any land is acquired, its physical posscssion is handed over to the authorities
of HUDA. However, when reports of non-removal of encroachments were
received by me, HUDA had come out with the defence that only paper
possession and not the physical possession of the acquired land had been
given to it. This explanation is totally unacceptable. No public servant who

certifies taking possession of the land can be later allowed to contend that only

paper possession had been given to him.

In fact the HUDA authorities of Panchkula were not even able to

identify the entire that the HUDA owns. Their inabilitj in pinpointing their
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land was attributed to want of a proper demarcation. Further, the legal
proceedings initiated by the HUDA against the encroachers had also remained
‘nconclusive for want of demarcation and had also enabled the encroachers
in getting stay orders from the courts. The proceedings were found to have

remained pending for years together for want of proper demarcation.

However, the allegation against the HUDA authorities is that they
purposely do so as they are in collusion with the encroachers. This allegation
may or may not be correct but one thing stands proved beyond doubt that the
HUDA is not in possession of its total land even today and no serious efforts

are being made for its recovery. It is, thercfore, necessary that all
Governmental agencies including the HUDA should be asked to take stock of
their land and come out with figures as to how much land is under

encroachment.

I have also noticed that no serious efforts are being made for having a
proper demarcation of land by the authorities. In a number of cases the blame
game is being played by the offices of the Deputy Commissioner, the
Municipal Council and the HUDA by throwing the ball into each other’s
court. 1t is, therefore, necessary for the Government to ensure that a proper

demarcation is made at the earliest and that the entire land belonging to it is in

actual physical possession of its various authorities.
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The scheme for allotment of oustees quota plot also needs to have a re-
look. In my report dated 23.07.2010 in complaint No. 163 of 2007 it had
been proved that an oustees quota plot had been allotted on the basis of a false

certificate issued by the Land Acquisition Officer. On being asked to explain
his conduct the Land Acquisition Officer had stated that the certificate had
been issued by his then Naib Tehsildar. The then Naib Tehsildar had shifted
the blame on to the then Kanungo, (who had since retired) by stating that he
hgd merely signed the certificate prepared by him. Two more instances of
wrong allotments on the basis of wrong certificates had been noticed in the
said report. Accordmgly, action had been recommended against all the public
servants and other individuals involved in the allotment of plots but no further
action has been reported so far. In order to discourage this dishonest practice
it is necessary that such delinquent public servants should be sternly dealt with

and not let off with mild punishments.

Another allegation about the collusion of HUDA authorities is that they
do not pursue their cases in the courts properly with the result that the opposite
parties succeed in obtaining orders favourable to them. One such instance was
brought to my notice in complaint No. 70 of 2009 wherein the criminal
proceedings in FIR No. 320 dated 3.5.2003 agamst an encroacher had been
quashed by the Additional Chief Judicial Magistrate, Panchkula in Criminal

Case No. 185/1/52901-R 005 44 52006 vide order dated 9.3.2010 on the
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ground that neither the complainant nor any official on behalf of the
complainant had come forward to depose in favour of the prosecution and to
prove the contents of the alleged complaint. It is relevant to mention that the
complainant in the said case was the Chief Administrator, HUDA, Panchkula
and the only evidence to be produced before the Court was the order of
acquisition to show that the land in possession of the accused had been
acquired by HUDA. On the other hand the complainant, vide his letters dated
26.2.2010, 2.3.2010 and 8.3.2010, had duly been forewarning the Estate
Officer that the case was not being properly represented on his behalf.
Surprisingly these letters were not only ignored but even after the receipt of
the judgment of the Addl. Chief Judicial Magistrate dated 9.3.2010 no steps
were taken to challenge the said judgment by way of filing an appeal. Thus the
allegation that the HUDA authorities do not properly pursue their cases in the
Courts in order to help the private parties does appear to be prima-facie

correct.

1. therefore, strongly recommend that panel of advocates constituted for
the purpose of fighting cases of HUDA should be formed in consultation with
the Advocate General and should function under his centrol and guidance.
The progress of cases in various course should be regularly monitored so that

timely steps can be taken to make good the deficiencies, if any.
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- FIRMS AND SOCIETIES

During investigation in complaint No. 85 of 2009 disposed of vide my
report dated 30.08.2010 it had come to light that the offices of the District
Registrar, Firms and Societies were not properly functioning. It was found
that the firms and societies within the jurisdiction of the District Registrars
were not complying with the prescribed rules and regulations and were not
furnishing any information required to be submitted under the law. In fact,
the records of the District Registrar do not contain even the basic information
about the membership of the Societies or about the constitution of the

‘Managing Committee. It was, therefore, found strange as to how the District
Registrar was performing his official duties of monitoring the Firms and
Societies falling in their jurisdiction. During the course of investigation the
Director, Industries Shri T.L. Satyaprakash had filed a detailed report dated
17.02.2010 pointing out the deficiencies in the functioning of the offices of the
District Registrars. He had further pointed out that he was forwarding a report
to the Government through the Financial Commissioner & Principal Secretary
to take further action in the matter in order to properly regulate the functioning
of the Societies in accordance with law.  In my report dated 30.08.2010 1

- had recommended that action be taken immediately on the basis of the report
of the Director of Industries. However, I have not received any information

about the action taken on my recommendation.
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POLICE

The general public perception about the police in Haryana is not very

“good. Many complaints are received alleging that the police authorities are
cither not taking action on a complaint or are unnecessarily delaying it in

order to protect the accused. They are also accused of high handedness for

pressurizing the complainant at the instance of the accused. A typical

example of misuse of authority by the police officials and their collusion with

the accused in an effort to grab the property of a complainant had come to

light in my report dated 07.09.2010 in complaint No. 14 of 2008 in which the

following conclusion has been reached:-

“From the above, it is clear that the police officials of
Ballabgarh had colluded with Smt. Brahmo Devi in her attempt to
ustrp the property of the complainant . They had not only ignored the
documentary evidence produced by the complainant to-prove her
ownership of the house in dispute but had also chosen to ignore the
stay order obtained by her from the court. On the other hand, Smi.
Brahmo Devi was treated by them as the owner of the said house
although there was not even a shred of evidence in her favour. The

police had in fact gone a step further in registering false FIRs against
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the complainant at the behest of Smt. Brahmo Devi. Their prejudicial
approach is reflected from the fact that the incident reported by the
complainant in her FIR had been dishelieved whereas in the FIR
lodged by Smt. Brahmo Devi action was taken against the complainant

on the basis of the same incident.

Similarly in my report dated 13.10.2010 in complaint No. 137 of 2009
the allegation of the complainant that the police had intentionally delayed
registration of a case on the basis of his complaint had stood proved as per the
Superintendent of Police for which action against the delinquent officials had

been initiated.

Such lapses on the part of the police authorities should be viewed
seriously and stern action should be taken against the delinquent officials

which would go a long way in improving the image of the State police.

"UNDUE DELAY IN DEPARTMENTAL PROCEEDINGS

Tt has come to my notice that the departmental proceedings in a number
of cases are allowed to linger on indefinitely with the result that in some cases
the delinquent officials remain unpunished for a long time while some
mnocent emplovees in some other cases are denied the benefit of promotion or

better grade. Thus, this lapse works both ways. It benefits the guilty while it
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“enhances the sufferings of the innocent. One such instances had come to
light in complaint No. 141 of 2009. In the said complaint it was noticed that
charge-sheets issued to the complainant on 28.07.2003 and 18.08.2005 had
remained pending for almost five years although the complainant had duly
furnished his explanation within the stipulated period. This, according to the
complainant, had harmed his interest in the service. It was found that the
Enquiry Officer had been appointed in respect of the said charge-sheets on
02.12.2008 and even thereafter no further proceedings had taken place. It was
only when the department had been asked by me to furnish its comments on

that complaint that the enquiry was completed and further action taken on the
basis of the same. It is, therefore, necessary that a time schedule should be
fixed for completing the departmental proceedings which should be strictly
adhered to so that the guilty can be punished at the carliest while the agony of

the innocent employees is not unnecessarily prolonged.

ENCROACHMENTS AND UNAUTHORISED CONSTRUCTION ON

GOVERNMENT LAND.

During _the investigations in various complaints it has been observed
| that no prompt action is taken against illegal or unauthorized construction on
the public property. Any unauthorized construction or encroachment is
directly related to the failure on the part of the public servant who are

entrusted with the duty to ensure that the public property is not usurped . The
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authorities seem to look the other when the unauthorized construction is raised
while the encroacher goes ahead with the unauthorized construction with an
expectation that ultimately he shall be able to have it regularized. Tt is,
therefore, necessary that stringent action is taken not only against the
encroachers but also against the public Vservants who fail to discharge their
duty in preventing the same to take place in the first instance. One such
mstance had come to light in my report dated 25.11.2010 in complaint No. 78
0f 2009. In that case a large number of encroachments | were found to have
been made in one of the grain markets of Harvana. The encroachments were
stated to have been taken place over a period of almost more than ten years
but not even a single officer entrusted with the duty to check the
encroachments had noticed the same. When the matter was raised before me,
I'was mformed that the matter for regularization of the encroachments was
being considered by the Government. According to me, no such request
should be considered by the Government as the conduct of the encroachers is
clearly mala fide. Had there been any bona fide necessity, the encroachers
should have approached the Government before raising the constructions. The
act of the Government in entertaining such requests only encourages the
others to follow suit. It was also noticed that despite the factum of the failure
of certain public servants in discharging their duties had come to light during

the course of proceedings in the said complaint, no action was taken against
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the delinquent officials by the authorities. It was only when the complainant
had persisted with the said complaint that action was initiated against the
delinquent officials. Similar was the position in complaint No. 8 of 2008
disposed of vide report dated 29.11.2010. In the said case it was found that
the Assistant Collector, Ist Grade, Safidon had passed orders of eviction of 17
persons who had encroached upon the Panchayat’s land in the year 2001 but
0o action for implementing the order of the Assistant Collector [st Grade had
been taken for almost nine years. The only inference from the above facts was
that the concerned public servants had fajled to perform their duties and this
failure could not have been without extraneous considerations. It may also be
pointed out that when the matter was taken up with the authorities in the said
complaint, fresh execution proceedings had to be filed in the year 2010 which

again entailed unnecessary and avoidable expenditure from the panchayat’s

funds.

It is, therefore, necessary that the delinquent officials should not only
" be awarded punishments in the departmental proceedings but should also be
made liable to make good the financial loss caused to the Government and
also to bear the costs of further litigation for the eviction of the encroachers or

for the removal of encroachments.
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FALSE/ WRONG ENQUIRY REPORTS

During the course of enquiry into various complaints it has been
noticed that in many cases the officials entrusted with the enquiry try to shield
the delinquent public servants by submitting wrong/ false reports. Such a
éonduct of the enquiry officer is worse than the misconduct of the public
servant against whom the enquiry is instituted. In my reports dated
30.11.2010 and 01.12.2010 in complaint No9s. 98 of 2009 and 162 of 2009
respectively, I had found that the enquiry reports submitted to me were later
found to be wrong or false. Action was recommended against the concerned

enquiry officers and I do hope that they have been sternly dealt with.

From the above, it is clear that there are laws and regulations in placé
for checking the corruption/ maladministration. However, the trouble lies
with their implementation. In order to achieve total transiaarency and fairness
in the administration it is necessary that the public servants found guilty of
corruption or maladministration should be awarded strictest possible
punishment under the law. For this purpose it is necessary that the
Government agencies change their mind set and attitude by adopting zero

tolerance to corruption, inefficiency and maladministration.
